Designed to improve children’s knowledge of the risks of their online lives and to develop skills when using online services. It takes a holistic approach to each of the different elements of their online lives.





 The resources included in this module are aimed at stimulating classroom discussions about certain situations that may arise when online and to get the children to think critically about their online lives.





MATHS


Place Value – numbers to 100


Children will be able to confidently partition any 2-digit number in different ways and be able to recognise how many tens and ones make up any given 2-digit number. They will be able to use multiple concrete, pictorial and abstract representations of numbers, such as place value grids and part-whole models, to support their reasoning and justify cation of their ideas.





Addition and Subtraction


Children will be able to relate each number in a calculation to what it represents within a context. Children will be able to use a variety of manipulatives to represent addition and subtraction and use these alongside the column method. Children will also become fluent at recalling and applying their number bonds within 20 to addition and subtraction equations.











DESIGN AND TECHNOLOGY


Textiles – Templates and Joining - Finger Puppet





Ask simple questions about existing products and those that he/she has made. Develop their ideas through talking, drawing and making mock-ups using a pattern, paper and card





Create simple designs for a product (puppet). Create the puppet, exploring how they can be made fit for purpose e.g.- finger space for puppeteer/ attractive design. 





Select from and use a range of tools and equipment to perform practical tasks e.g. sticking, stitching- joining techniques. Use a range of simple tools to cut, join and combine materials safely. 





Evaluate their developing ideas and final products against the original design criteria.

Christianity – What does it mean to belong?





Children learn the essential knowledge of Christianity as well as skills and attitudes such as critical thinking and empathy. This understanding of others’ worldviews is an essential first step to enabling each pupil to understand, reflect on and develop their own personal worldview. They will discuss and consider how religions and other world views perceive the value of human beings, and their relationships with one another, with the natural world and with God. Enabling them to develop a sense of belonging and self-awareness valuing relationships.

( observe and describe how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants 


( find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.














GEOGRAPHY


Local Area Study – Chester





Use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the UK and its countries as well as the continents and oceans. (year 1 recap)





Name, locate and identify characteristics of the 4 countries and capital cities of the UK and surrounding seas. (year 1 recap)





Use basic geographical vocab and identify features of surrounding environment.


Physical features: vegetation, hills, river


Human features: shops, park, café





Use aerial images (atlas of Chester) and plan perspectives (map of Grosvenor park) to recognise landmarks and key features (Amphitheatre etc)





Devise a simple map; use and construct basic symbols in a key.





Use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West) and locational and directional language [for example, near and far; left and right], to describe the location of features and routes on a map.
